“What happens in one corner of the world,
particularly in significant economies, affects
everybody.” Dennis Kelleher, president of fi-
nancial industry watchdog group Better Mar-
kets, offered an even darker forecast as he
complained that giant banks at the vortex of the
2008 crisis have mounted Washington lobbying
campaigns “to fight financial reform that would
prevent them from doing it all over again.”
There was no time for financial and government
leaders to think five years ahead during the
dark days of 2008. Often they were forced to
battle on multiple fronts — the threatened fail-
ure of Wachovia, the fourth-largest U.S. bank,
the meltdown of Washington Mutual, the big-
gest failure in U.S. banking history — that in
normal times would require weeks of full-time
intervention [McCoy 2013].

Francis was part of two dark moments for Re-
publicans — the most famous being the attemp-
ted assassination of President Gerald Ford by
Sarah Jane Moore randomly aiming a handgun
across the street outside of the hotel. Ford sur-
vived unscathed, which can't be said about
Charles Evans Hughes, the Republican nomi-
nee for president in 1916. In a political route that's
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hard to imagine today, the former New York gov-
ernor left a seat on the Supreme Court to run for
president as a Republican [Warner 2012].

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PRECEDENT ARCHETYPICAL CONCEPT “DARK AGES” AND ITS METAPHTONYMICAL USAGE

IN THE USA POLITICAL MEDIA-DISCOURSE

ABSTRACT. Linguo-cognitive analysis of the precedent archetypical concept « DARK AGES» helps us to reveal one of the ways of verbaliza-
tion of the dichotomy «LIGHT — DARK» by means of metaphtonymy, which is a linguistic phenomenon that singles out the “layers” of mental con-
struct that lies in the basis of the process of conceptualization of one cognitive sphere in terms of the other. The research is based on the analysis of
newspaper political texts published in 2011-2015 in American papers. Metaphtonymic transfer of one area of conceptualization (expressed by the
concept «DARK») onto the other (represented by the concept «AGES» and the other temporal categories) is impossible in the archetypical binary
opposition « DARK — LIGHT», unless the knowledge about the contrast element of the dichotomy is refreshed. This fact causes integral comprehen-
sion of political facts by the addressee and helps to avoid ambiguity in comprehension of political event in the USA. For example, one of the contexts
contrasts “dark decades” of drug dealing to the more quiet days, when people of “clear mind” (Iraq veterans) volunteer to clean up Baltimore from

tons of garbage and to plant trees and bushes.
