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PECULIARITIES OF CONCEPTUAL INTEGRATION IN LINGUOSTYLISTIC MEANS
OF AMERICAN POLITICAL ADVERTISING

ABSTRACT. The article analyzes linguo-stylistic means used in American political advertising from the point of view of blending theo-
ry or the theory of conceptual integration. Today metaphor is understood as a cognitive mechanism, a method of cognition and categoriza-
tion of reality. Metaphor is imposition of the qualities of one object on the qualities of the other, as a result their qualitative characteristics
are mixed. This process is called blending. Blends are made by means of projection of the general space, projection of some elements of the
space not included in the general space and the other additional elements determined by the background knowledge, cognitive and cultural
models. We usually single out the initial spaces, which are the source of meaning of the utterance and the way of expressing connotative
meaning responsible for speech manipulation of the mind of the listener. Metaphor in advertising fulfills different tasks: it helps to express
politically incorrect idea implicitly and to present the hidden subvertisement. The tools of political advertising are: personification (for ex-
ample, the name of the state is associated with the people living there), allusion (there is a video in which American politicians are compared
to the characters of TV series “The House of Cards” ). The complex blended units make the advertisement more attractive and memorable
thanks to allusions to phenomena that are well known for the audience. The listener gets the meaning on the basis of the linguo-stylistic
means used in the ad.
