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PROXIMIZATION THEORY OF PIOTR CAP AS CROSS-CULTURAL POLITICAL DISCOURSE ANALYSIS METHOD

ABSTRACT. A well-known Polish scientist Piotr Cap created his theory of proximization integrating the ideas of pragmatics, cogni-
tive linguistics and critical discourse analysis; much is based on the conception of Paul Chilton. Piotr Cap developed his theory first as a
model of political discourse analysis, namely interventionist discourse or discourse of war. He also analyzed other types of discursive act
and found out that his analysis model is applicable to study different fields of discourse. Piotr Cap’s theory is well grounded and valid as he
analyzed official discourse of the White House (documents and speeches) covering the period of 2001 — 2010. The analysis of different texts
is described in numerous publications. Thorough description of the theory is presented in the monograph “Proximization. The pragmatics of
symbolic distance crossing” (published in 2013). Since then the scientist has been still developing his theory basing on the empirical sources
of various discourses such as environmental, cyber-attack discourse, medical, etc. The paper dwells on the conceptual and empirical back-
ground of the proximization theory, stressing its advantages as a method of the metaphor production analysis. In short, the proximization
theory is used as a means of creating models: the construction of space (spatial proximization), the construct of time (temporal proximiza-
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tion), the construction of axiological characteristics (axiological proximization) of a might-be (planned) interventionist campaigns. Proximi-

zation models represent the past events as if they were the events of today (“vesterday becomes “now”) and what is most important is the

fact that the events described can create a serious threat to the country and the people of the speaker (a politician). Thus, the created effect is

the effect of fear because of the close threat. Obviously, negative axiological character of the war campaign is transformed into positive as

the military action is viewed as a necessary means to save the country and her people. Thus, the military campaign is legitimized.
