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The Image of Russia in Justin Trudeau’s Speeches and Twitter Posts After
the Beginning of the Special Military Operation in Ukraine

ABSTRACT. The article analyzes the texts of speeches by Canadian Prime Minister J. Trudeau after the beginning of
the Special military operation in Ukraine in 2022. The material for the study includes transcripts of the Prime Minister's
speeches and Twitter posts about Russia and the situation in Ukraine. The article does not only examine the image of Russia
and its political leadership, presented by Trudeau, but also provides a comparative analysis with the image of Ukraine and
its president Zelensky. The authors consider the linguistic devices used by Canadian Prime Minister Trudeau to shape the
image of Russia, starting on February 24, 2022, as well as the audience for which they are intended and the purpose of their
use. As a result of the study, the authors found out that the Prime Minister of Canada uses such methods as demonization, the
image of the enemy, as well as various negatively colored figures of speech. The speaker also refers to such methods of per-
suasion as ethos (mentioning communication with Zelensky, the UN, the Red Cross, international law, and the values of de-
mocracy), pathos (unusual colorful epithets, awakening hope for a better future) and logos (mainly when it comes to funds
allocated to support Ukraine).

In light of Russia’s reckless and dangerous
military strike, we are imposing further severe
sanctions.
