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ABSTRACT. The article studies the traditional communication strategies employed by American presidents in the gen-
re of the “State of the Union Address” as well as their modifications aimed at eliminating the growing risk of the loss of po-
litical power. The research object includes the system of language means of representation of the basic communication strat-
egies, such as the agonal, orientational and integrative strategies. The aim of the article is the distinction of the mechanisms
and motives sustaining the authority of the national leader running the growing risk of the loss of their social communication
image. In order to achieve this objective, the author employs such methods of research as content and the contextual analy-
sis. The study has found that American Presidents D. Trump and J. Biden use such communication tactics as direct and indi-
rect criticism against their opponent’s activity, positive projection of the nation’s future development, and special emphasis
on the unity of their administration and the American people. The communication strategies employed by Trump characterize
him as a political groundbreaker, whereas Biden presents himself as a leader capable of bipartisan political cooperation and
problem solving. The data received may facilitate further research of mechanisms and motives of political communication in
