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Religious Discourse as a Tool for Indirect Politicization
(Based on the Christmas Messages by Patriarch Kirill and Pope Francis,
2022—2024)

ABSTRACT. This article examines indirect politicization as a discursive phenomenon in which politically relevant
meanings are encoded through non-political categories (sacral, ethical, and existential), and the sacral or moral authority of
a religious leader functions as a source of utterance legitimation. Based on a symmetrical corpus of Christmas messages
(2022—2024) by Patriarch Kirill of Moscow and All Russia and Pope Francis, the study identifies and compares stable lin-
guopragmatic strategies that mediate this process. The methodological framework integrates critical discourse analysis,
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which uncovers ideological implications of linguistic practices, with linguopragmatics, which examines how language units
serve communicative purposes. The aim of the study is to demonstrate that the choice of strategies for constructing communi-
ty boundaries and framing contemporary crises is directly determined by the church’s institutional positioning: as a local
entity embedded in a national-civilizational framework or as a global moral authority.

The analysis reveals two distinct and stable models. Patriarch Kirill’s discourse realizes the model of “internal consoli-
dation”, characterized by an exclusive, hierarchically structured “we”, a cosmological conception of the “other” as an eter-
nal feature of the fallen world, and relativizing framing of conflicts through their transition into the realm of spiritual trial.
Pope Francis’s discourse follows the model of “open appeal”, based on an inclusive, horizontally structured “we”, a diag-
nostic conception of the “other” as a problem to be solved, and specifying framing that directly names crises and issues ex-
plicit calls to action. The study concludes that the degree and the form of politicization is determined not by theological dif-
ferences but by the institution’s socio-political positioning. The findings can make a contribution to political linguistics, dis-
course studies, and research on the public role of religion.
