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Anglo-Saxon Exceptionalism as a Key Idea of the American

Military-Political Discourse

ABSTRACT. The idea of Anglo-Saxon exceptionalism, which has transformed over time into the idea of American
exceptionalism, constitutes the research object of this article. The aim of the research is to study the development of the idea
of American exceptionalism, as well as the linguistic expression of this idea in American military-political discourse. The
study analyzes public speeches by American politicians, documents and articles in American publications that reflect the idea
of Anglo-Saxon exceptionalism. The practical research material encompasses texts of public speeches of American politi-
cians J. Winthrop, J. Monroe, H. Truman, J. Kennedy, J. Biden and D. Trump, as well as the article “Annexation” by J. L.
O'Sullivan in the United States Magazine and Democratic Review. Using the method of dicteme analysis, it has been revealed
how the idea of American exceptionalism is linguistically expressed in the US military-political discourse. As a result of the
research, it has been found that the ideologeme of American exceptionalism is currently one of the most important tools for
influencing the audience in the military conflict situation. This ideologeme is expressed in the information realm of dictemes
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that constitute publications of military-political discourse. The results of this study can be used in discourse and political

science research.
