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BRICS as a Mechanism of Cooperation: The Metaphorical Image

of the Grouping in Media Discourse

ABSTRACT. The metaphor of mechanism is one of the productive means of modeling the image of BRICS in media
discourse. The aim of the article is to identify universal and nationally specific features of the realization of the model
“BRICS is a MECHANISM”. The sources of the practical research material incorporate media texts in Portuguese, Russian,
Hindi, Chinese and English, selected according to thematic, chronological and frequency principles. The study employs a set
of quantitative and qualitative methods and procedures that fit within the framework of the theory of conceptual metaphor. It
is noted that mechanistic metaphor is one of the productive means of describing collective political actors (for example, par-
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ties, coalitions, movements, and associations) in political and mass media discourse, since it projects signs of consistency,
regulation and effectiveness onto political reality; in addition, it performs a basic cognitive function: abstract social and
political objects are conceptualized as a system of interrelated elements. It has been found that the metaphor of mechanism is
universal for the five discourses, while the distribution of semantic accents is heterogeneous: in the media discourse of Rus-
sia — effectiveness/influence, Brazil — regulation, India — confrontation, China — manageability/openness, South Africa —
efficiency. The positioning of BRICS as a civilizational project is becoming more noticeable with the accession of new partic-
ipants to the association, in the light of which a thorough linguistic study and description of the reflection of the new global
political and economic architecture in the media are being updated.
