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THE ORIGIN OF CONCEPTS “PRESIDENT” AND “IIPE3UJIEHT”

ABSTRACT. The article is devoted to the origin of modern concepts “president” and “npesudenm” in American and Russian concep-
tual systems. The research is carried out in accordance with the main provisions of St. Petersburg and Kemerovo scientific school of concep-
tual research and the achievements of Western cognitive linguistics in description of theoretical constructs. The analysis of representations
of the concepts, which required the study of the internal forms of cognate Latin lexemes praesidéns, praesés, praesidéo on the basis of classi-
cal Latin texts and the works of historians about the socio-cultural space of Ancient Rome, showed that the formation of concepts in the
historical and cultural contexts was due to the following cognitive mechanisms: the construal operation (perspective / situatedness), meto-
nymic and metaphorical shifts. The key word for understanding the concepts is the verb praesideo. The verb in its direct meaning is the result
of such conceptualization process as perspective/situatedness. The figurative meanings of the verb praesidéo appear after the metaphorical
shift: the source domain is the physical action performed by the Roman officials (physical domain), the target domain — actions of a social
nature (social domain). The pattern ACTION / EVENT / PROCESS — AGENT is observed in the metonymical transfer. Basically, the main
factor that influenced the genesis of the Latin concepts “praesidéns”, “praesés” and the modern concepts “president”, “npesudenmt” was
the existence of a special category of civil servants in Ancient Rome who had supreme power and performed a number of important political
functions.
