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ABSTRACT. The article analyzes one of the most interesting ways of cognitive activity — metaphorization. Integration of linguistic
and psychological data makes us look at a metaphor in a new way and consider it as a universal cognitive mechanism, which allows carry-
ing out conceptualization of a new ontological phenomenon by analogy with an existing system of notions. Metaphorization is viewed in this
research as a creative method of perceiving conceptual abstractions and shaping new thoughts. Despite the fact that earlier a metaphor was
only a phenomenon of fiction and terms were supposed to have a single meaning, today a notion «a metaphorical termy is widely used in
cognitive science. Modern researchers deny the statements about stylistic neutrality of terms and come to a conclusion that the terms of all
term systems have connotative meanings. The article analyzes the origin and functioning of a political term «a lame ducky, investigates
vocabulary definitions and identifies the features, which were the basis for the metaphorical transfer of meaning. A cognitive approach to
this scientific research assumes that the role of creating meanings belongs to an individual as a participant of communication, an observer,
a carrier of knowledge and particular experience. The research is made using corpora data.
