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The Phenomenon of “Cancel Culture” in Linguo-Philosophical
Interpretation

ABSTRACT. The urgency of the work can be attributed to a wide spread of cancel culture in the modern world. Cancel
culture, as a new, dynamically developing reality of digital society, focuses the attention of various scientific disciplines. The
aim of this article is to substantiate the need to study the phenomenon of “cancel culture” from the perspective of linguistics,
identifying the main areas of such research. The article examines the scope and content of the concept “cancel culture”,
identifies its relevant properties, and analyzes its axiological component. Particular emphasis is placed on the use of cancel
culture as a tool for political struggle. The study raises the question of the relationship between the concepts of “cancel cul-
ture” and “cancel of the culture” and analyzes the selected examples of using “cancel culture” in international political
communication. The linguistic aspect of the problem includes several components. Scholars will have to determine the role of
language in cancel culture, identify the specificity of the linguistic environment of the phenomenon, and analyze the linguistic
means and speech strategies used in cancel culture communication. In addition, the concept of “cancel culture” is currently
undergoing a process of conceptualization; the use of cognitive linguistics data will allow identifying the specific features of
its conceptualization. The results obtained can expand the knowledge about the phenomenon and can make it possible to
develop methods of its counteraction. The work employs such scientific methods as observation, analysis and description.
