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Pragmalinguistic Description of Proxy Wars in Geopolitical Conflicts

ABSTRACT. The article investigates pragmalinguistic means used to depict proxy wars and their participants in cur-
rent situations of geopolitical conflicts, brings to light the aims of such wars, and reveals behind-the-stage interests of the
sponsor-states, organizing and directing the actions of puppet-states against their strategic opponents. The factual material
for analysis has been selected from English and Russian Internet sources covering the proxy war theme. The research makes
use of the meganarrative approach allowing the author to compare the positions expressing the views of institutional bodies,
media sources and personal judgments of a certain event. The research has been conducted on the basis of the US/THEM
axiological category determining the choice of pragmalinguistic means of describing proxy wars. The comparison of the
methods of representation of proxy wars in different narratives discloses conflicting opinions depending on the ideological
positions of the authors, traditional geopolitical relations, and geopolitical and economic interests. The conclusion about the
subjective character of assessments of interstate conflicts leading to proxy wars argues the need to consider both overt and
covert causes and analyze the circumstances and the historical contexts of events when interpreting decisions and actions of
states involved in proxy wars. The skills of formation of one's own opinion about what one has read allow the reader to coun-
teract manipulation: the meganarrative is able to help the reader overcome the subjectivism of the authors, understand the
mechanisms of creating media pseudo-facts and develop analyticism in the process of reading, comparing, and deeply under-
standing texts by different authors.
