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Sociolinguistic Analysis of Modern American Prose
(Based on Short Stories)

ABSTRACT. The article analyzes the collection of short stories “The Best American Short Stories 2021” in order to
determine the main value-based benchmarks of American society, as well as the factors that influenced them. The authors
give a brief classification of American literature, focusing in more detail on the current stage. The practical material of this
publication includes texts of short stories, as they are characterized by integrity, conciseness and concentration of action.
The sociolinguistic analysis of the short stories allows the authors to classify the short stories that are devoted to urgent top-
ics in the American society: family relationships, place in life, discrimination against certain ethnic groups, prohibited sub-
stances, sexual orientation, politics — all this affects the value-based orientations in the United States at the moment. There
is also interest in the topic of natural and man-made disasters related to the peculiarities of the geographical location of the
United States: they are causes of cataclysms, primarily hurricanes. There are shifts in the choice of the plots for modern
works of literature: if earlier there was an embodiment of the author's life experience in forms of constant interest, modern
literature is not so static, it describes the events of an ever-changing world and the conflict of a person with the environment.
As a result, several decades turn out to be a very significant period of time for modern literature.
