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INFORMATION ATTACK: DEFINITION AND ESSENTIAL CHARACTERISTICS

ABSTRACT. The paper discusses the phenomenon of “Information attack”. The study of the metaphor making the basis of this concept
helps reveal the essential characteristics of the phenomenon and define it. Information attack is a planned, purposeful, mass information manip-
ulation of addressee, the result of which is formation of pre-planned public opinion and, consequently, behavior. Information attack, as different
from the permanent state of information war, has specific timeframes. The mass character of information attack manifests itself both in quantita-
tive and qualitative aspects. When we study information attack, it is necessary to take into account multiplicity of addressee that influences the
choice of verbal and non-verbal means used to manipulate. Efficiency of information attack is perceived in the aftermath and reveals itself on
non-verbal level. The paper presents the model of information attack and analyzes its components including communicator, message, channel,
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
