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Framing of the British Political Agenda in the 21st Century

ABSTRACT. Framing is a powerful tool that is used to shape the agenda. It influences what we think about, what we
talk about, and what decisions we make. It is important to understand framing in order to critically analyze information and
not be manipulated. Framing can steer the discussion of a problem and limit the range of possible solutions. For example, if
the media present the issue of climate change as an «economic challengey, this may lead to the discussion focusing on eco-
nomic solutions rather than social or environmental ones.

This work is a part of a comprehensive study of the 21% century political discourse and describes the current state of the
political agenda in the UK and the framing that has influenced its formation. The aim of this article is to consider the con-
cepts of “framing” and “agenda”, to highlight the specific features of their formation, as well as to distinguish these con-
cepts and to trace how they are linguistically realized in mass media articles. The study uses the methods of component anal-
ysis of written texts, the introspective method, and the method of formalization. In addition, a qualitative analysis of words in
domestic and foreign publications on the subject of the current political agenda was also carried out. This study can serve as
a reference point in the exploration of the ways of manipulating public opinion, and can also become a valuable resource for
studying the evolution of language, its impact on culture and society, as well as for analyzing communication strategies used
to influence the audience and to achieve the desired goals.
