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The Metaphorics of 9/11 in the Context of Conspiracy Theories

ABSTRACT. The article examines the specific features of metaphorization of political discourse related to the repre-
sentation of power through cognitive models of action, control, and responsibility within conspiracy theories about the events
of September 11 in the United States. The study is based on an analysis of metaphorical expressions extracted from English-
language media and political speeches from 2015 to 2024 (corpus volume is approximately 100 contexts). The research em-
ploys the method of cognitive-discursive analysis, consisting of three stages. identification of metaphorical expressions, their
classification according to the type of conceptual metaphor, and interpretation of their pragmatic functions in the context of
political manipulation. The results demonstrate that metaphors play a key role in shaping the image of the political subject
and in distributing responsibility within the discourse of power. Metaphors help to overcome uncertainty: after a catastrophe
that caused shock and cognitive dissonance, it is metaphors that make it possible to structure a chaotic experience, and also
become a tool for mobilization — markers of protest against political and media elites. The identified patterns allow for a
more precise understanding of the mechanisms of conceptualizing political activity and expand knowledge of cognitive strat-
egies for legitimization. This article fills a gap in the study of metaphor in political discourse from the cognitive perspective
and suggests a methodologically grounded approach to its analysis.
