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Discursive Construction of the “Norm” and “Extreme”:
An Analysis of the Telegram Channel of Rishi Sunak in the Context

of the Theory of Overton Window

ABSTRACT. The modern political space is characterized by the struggle for the formation of public opinion through
discourse that constructs meanings and social realities. The Overton Window conception, which describes a range of ac-
ceptable ideas, remains understudied in academic analysis, especially on new media platforms such as Telegram. The article
explores linguistic strategies of discursive construction of “norms” and “extremes”, revealing mechanisms of transformation
of social values and manipulation of consciousness.

This study investigates the linguistic mechanisms used to carry out the discursive construction of “norm” and “ex-
treme” in the political sphere and their impact on the dynamics of the Overton Window. The research aims to identify and
systematize the linguistic tools employed in Rishi Sunak's Telegram posts to shape the perception of ideas as acceptable
(“norm”) or marginal (“extreme”’) within the UK political context. Particular attention is paid to how choice of vocabulary,
syntactic constructions, metaphorical models, and rhetorical devices in his posts contributes to shifting the boundaries of
public acceptability and including previously “extreme” ideas into the mainstream political discourse.

The relevance of this study stems from the growing role of information and communication in shaping political agendas,
as well as the need for critical analysis of linguistic practices that influence our perception of political reality. Exploring the
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linguistic aspects of transformation of “norm” and “extreme” within the framework of the Overton Window will deepen our
understanding of social and political influence mechanisms and enhance media literacy, making audiences less susceptible to
indirect manipulative techniques. The article provides a review of the existing approaches to this issue and conducts an anal-
ysis of the empirical material illustrating the linguistic mechanisms under study. This analysis can reveal the key linguistic
strategies used by Sunak on his Telegram channel to position government initiatives as “normal” and to frame alternative
views as “extreme” or marginal.
